so that the settings for your school are not altered!!!)

If you are school, switch back to either your wireless or Ethernet setting using the Location menu
under the Blue Apple.
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Step Three: Connecting to your DSL Modem...
» Change location to the home setting you created.

» Power up your modem. Always do this before connecting your computer.

» Go to the Ethernet Menu at the top of your screen.
* Hold down and select Connect.

* Your computer is connected to your DSL when the modem icon’s dots turn solid.

» To Disconnect, go back to the Ethernet Menu and select Disconnect.
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
